TIP OF THE MONTh
Texture! You can’t have enough. Texture is the effect that patterned wools have when hooked into your
rug. It can be a “subdued” texture – using wool that has subtle pattern like a small check or herringbone,
or a “bold” texture – using a large pattern like a large check, plaid or stripe. Textured wools give greater
depth to your piece. Sometimes a single texture will suffice but mixing coordinated textures together can
give a rich, lively effect. Be especially careful to cut cleanly on the grain of the fabric when using textured
wools to prevent the strips from pulling apart.

Hooked with: wool on linen

Here is a wonderful pictorial rug that Jyl has just
completed. She began the rug after the holidays and
finished it in only ten weeks – a record for Jyl! She used
mostly recycled textured wools (as-is and over-dyed) with
only two small areas of “flat” or solid color wools for the
coats the man and lady are wearing. Everyone comments
on the cobblestones at the base of the rug. She used a khaki
drab over-dye on light neutrals and hooked them in a small
circular fashion giving a 3-D effect.

This rug was hooked to commemorate Jyl’s trip to
Nova Scotia last summer for the ATHA Biennial. She was
inspired by Deanne Fitzpatrick’s rugs and wanted to depict
a scene reminiscent of the cobblestone streets and villages
around the Halifax area. Deanne is well known for her
story rugs. Jyl had fun with it and it is now hanging on the
wall here at the Cat House. Come and see it – the photo
really doesn’t do it justice.
